If I have the gift of prophecy, and can fathom all mysteries, and all knowledge; and if I have a faith that can move mountains, but have not love, I am nothing.

3.
If I give all I possess to the poor, and surrender my body to the flames, but have not love, I gain nothing.

4.
Love is patient; love is kind; it does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud.

5.
It is not rude, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs.

6.
Love does not delight in evil, but rejoices with the truth;

7.
It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.

8.
Love never fails; but where there are prophecies, they will cease; where there are tongues, they will be stilled; where there is knowledge, it will pass away.

9.
For we know in part, and we prophesy in part.

10.
But when perfection comes, the imperfect disappears.

11.
When I was a child, I talked like a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child. When I became a man, I put childish ways behind me.

Now we see but a poor reflection as in a mirror; then we shall see face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall know fully, even as I am fully known.

And now these three remain: faith, hope, and love; but the greatest of these is love.
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John 14:1-7 (NIV)

“Do not let your hearts  be troubled; trust in God, trust also in me.

2.
In my Father’s house are many rooms.  If it were not so, I would have told you.  I am going there to prepare a place for you.

3.
And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am.

4.
You know the way to the place I am going.”

5.
Thomas said to him, “Lord, we don’t know where you are going, so how can we know the way?”

Jesus answered, “I am the way, the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father except through me.”
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Matthew 22:36-40 (NIV)

Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?

Jesus replied, Love the Lord your God will all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind.

38. This is the first and great commandment.

And the second is like it, You shall love your neighbor as yourself.

All the law and the prophets hang on these two commandments.

Q.  How many sacraments are there?

A.  Two.

Q.  What are they?

A.  Baptism and the Lord’s supper.

Q.  Who appointed these sacraments?

A.  The Lord Jesus Christ.

Q.  Why did Christ appoint these sacraments?

A.  To distinguish His disciples from the world, and to comfort and strengthen them.

Q.  What sign is used in baptism?

A.  The washing with water.

127.  Q.  What does this signify?

A.  That we are cleansed from sin by the blood of Christ.

Q.  In whose name are we baptized?

A.  In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.

Q.  Who are to be baptized?


A.  Believers and their children.

Q.  Why should infants of believers be baptized?


A.  Because the the covenant God made with Abraham is still in effect.

Q.  Does Christ care for little children?

A.  Yes; for He says, “Suffer the little children to come unto me, and forbid them not; for of such is the kingdom of God.”

Q.  To what does your baptism bind you?
A. To be a true follower of Christ.

133.
Q.  What is the Lord’s supper?

A.  The eating of bread and drinking of wine in remembrance of the sufferings and death of Christ.

134.
Q.  What does the bread represent?

A.  The body of Christ, broken for our sins.

135. 
Q.  What does the wine represent?

A.  The blood of Christ, shed for our salvation.

136. 
Q.  Who should partake of the Lord’s supper?

A.  Only those who repent of their sins, believe in Christ for salvation, and love their fellow men.

137.
Q.  Did Christ remain in the tomb after His crucifixion?

A.  No; He rose from the tomb on the third day after His death.

138.
Q.  Where is Christ now?

A.  In Heaven, interceding for sinners.

139. 
Q.  Will He come again?

A.  Yes; at the last day Christ will come to judge the world.

140.
Q.  What becomes of men at death?


A.  The body returns to dust, and the soul goes forever to heaven or hell.

141. 
Q.  Will the bodies of the dead be raised to life again?

A.  Yes; the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised.

142.
Q.  What will become of the wicked in the day of judgment?


A.  They shall be cast into hell.

143.
Q.  What is hell?


A.  A place of dreadful and endless torment.
144.  Q.  What will become of the righteous?


A.  They shall be taken to heaven.

Q.  What is heaven?

A.  A glorious and happy place, where the righteous shall be forever with the LORD.
